1.  Bill introduced those executive members in attendance.  No NTSA representative, DJ Weed represented SCS.  Ralph Weber represented SISO.  Ralph stated that SISO is examining ways SISO and SimSummit can mutually benefit each other.
2.  Bill introduced what, who, when, why, and how of SimSummit.  Bill mentioned the desire for an extended SimSummit meeting in the future.  NASA had mentioned that there may be some facilities available at Johnson Space Center.
3.  Bill presented the SimSummit “topical agenda”.
4.  Topics presented and it was noted that SimSummit had surveyed the SimSummit community to determine which stakeholders were interested in which topics.   (Matrix is attached; send any updates / changes to Charlotte at csallas@aegistg.com).  
5.  M&S technology
	- Research agenda – noted that a research agenda does not exist and we need to have one.  Rich Fujimoto has undertaken this and approached NSF, but was told they were not interested.  The M&S Caucus also did not pick up the task.  The societies (SCS and SISO) could undertake this, but to date no firm activity.  Jim Hollenbach noted that SISO strategic plan is addressing this to see if they can undertake at least at a small level.  Jeff Wallace suggested that we spin off working groups from SimSummit on certain research topics.  Bill Waite recommended that Jeff and Jim H talk with Richard since he has volunteered to work the research agenda.  Drew Hamilton, SCS, will also poll his organization for ideas.  Drew felt that a review of peer reviewed literature in M&S would be desirable to determine what is currently underway.  Will need to ensure agenda is kept up to date once it is established.  Bill Tucker added that every profession has a Research agenda where one is more likely to get funding if propose something on the agenda.  This agenda can stem from the Body of Knowledge.  Jim H. believes that there are some in DoD that can see opportunities to break research monies free if an agenda were to be developed.  
              ACTION:  Drew Hamilton will look at organizing a meeting on this topic under SCS purview.  Product would be research summary.
              ACTION:  Those with comments on the research agenda topic please contact Richard Fujimoto and share those ideas with him.
	-  Conceptual modeling – NATO M&S study group (MSG-058) has studied this issue and brought back to SISO for standard development.  Bill W has volunteered to advance this concept/subject.  
	-  Composibility – DMSO ran a moderated study group years ago.  MITRE has done studies as well.  Jeff Wallace noted that the work started with Lana 15 years ago or so.  This work is still on-going.
	- Standards – standards have influence across the enterprise.  NASA has brand new standards for M&S and VV&A.  Wrt strategies, trends, and taxonomy;  MSCO commissioned a study of what are all the standards in Dod.  Need to find that and dust it off.  Bill W noted that SimSummit  is not doing anything here and probably won’t but can encourage others to work the issues.  Mike McGinnis  asked, “Is there a recognized body, or group that has a charter to vette and approve standards?”  Bill Tucker responded that every standards organization has to be approved and chartered by the International Standards Organization (ISO).  MSCO has a process to vette standards across DoD and it is elaborately   Explained in documents.  Bill Tucker also noted that the services are modifying international standards without going back to the international group to let them know this.
ACTION:  Find out what is going on in Standards for DoD [SimSummit action?].
6.  Workforce Development – BOK and CMSP have been briefed elsewhere in this conference.  Bill Tucker has provided 7 things that are incumbent upon a profession (slide in briefing).  SimSummit has taken on BOK and CMSP.  CMSP has two tracks; Technical and Management.  Seven universities are developing curriculum for M&S Managers  and they are funded by the acquisition community of DoD.  Bill Tucker added that Congress passed law authorizing grants for universities wanting to improve M&S, but it is unclear if the bill is funded.  It may be funded in Omnibus bill that just passed.
7.  Industrial Development –There are a variety of state/regional groups but no US or international “covering org” or inter-nodal network.  Need to have this “umbrella” organization to give M&S a “big voice” instead of many “small voices.”
8.  DoD – The latest DoD business plan for M&S is out. ROI needs to be considered in that process.  OMB is asking for public comment on NAICS (job codes).  We can lobby as public citizens.  Bill W has sent out a tasker to all SimSummit organizations to send response to OMB.  Bill Tucker mentioned that the document only updates every 5 years, so we need to push hard to include M&S jobs now!. Lana volunteered to find a POC at MORS for the job/skill codes?   Bill T also mentioned that we need an ITEA POC? 
		ACTION:  Lana will get a POC at MORS for the NAICS update.

          John Daly (Booz Allen) – DoD and somewhat in the commercial community there is a disconnect in M&S technology and M&S organization.  M&S gets embedded in other places.  The M&S community doesn’t talk about operation support with M&S tools with anybody and we need to fix that.  Emphasis from professional organizations in operationalizing M&S is needed.
        Swee Leong - NIST is working with DoD and industries and trying to bring operations into M&S.
        Jerry Feinberg – must show value of M&S to get it moving.  The community has not done a great job at this.
        Agostino – The good part of SimSummit is that it brings people together who really use M&S
